Details:
e Oral presentations are to be based upon interesting surgical case reports
e All oral presentations are to be “Quick Shots,” lasting no longer than 5-minutes
e Will be judged by select, non-biased surgical faculty present at the meeting
e Presentations scheduled for the late morning of Friday, May 10™, 2019
e First place and runner-up awards will be given

Prerequisites for student submission include:
e Demonstration of a clear interest in a surgical career (including subspecialties)
e Good academic and professional standing at the respective institution
e Appropriate Dean’s Office approval to attend and participate in the conference
e Submission indicates commitment by the student to attend and participate

Submission instructions:
e Interested students should submit an interesting surgical case report
o One-page maximum, 12-point Times New Roman font, single spaced
o Necessary, high quality images, figures, or tables may be on additional pages

o Note: these are examples, not a definitive template or requirement
e Assistance with case selection and manuscript preparation from a surgical faculty mentor
is highly recommended
e Submissions will be graded by attending surgeons at each facility based upon complexity,
quality, educational content, grammar, punctuation, and other factors deemed relevant
e Remit submissions to the responsible faculty member for each campus, listed below

e Presenters from each campus will be notified by Monday, February 25", 2019
